B. Citizens (volunteers, coaches, officials, sponsors, etc.) who have made significant contributions to
the development and/or sustainability of sport opportunities in Gravenhurst.

C. Local Teams that have placed first at Provincial, National or International championships.

D. Sports Memorabilia will not be solicited or intentionally collected on a permanent basis. The sports hall
of fame provides several display cases which will showcase sports memorabilia to the community in the
following manner:

a. Share the stories and celebrate the achievements of athletes which on site facilities have been
named in honour of: Terry Fox and Graeme Murray.

b. Provide interested community sports groups an opportunity to share their history and achievements
by contributing to the hall of sports with an interactive and informative display (ie. Minor Hockey,
Baseball, Soccer, etc.)
