Detailed Plans/Renderings (in colour, where applicable) of the proposed improvements;

Quotes for all equipment, materials and labour associated; and
Any other specific items outlined for a particular grant.

YES, YOU CAN COMBINE GRANTS!

A business or property owner may apply for multiple grants on the same application or
over multiple years to a maximum grant of $15,000 per building or a maximum of
$20,000 if a building is a multi-tenant two storey with a width of 10 metres or greater.

Grant programs and amounts are determined by Council each year. One or more

Grants may not be available or the total amount to be awarded can vary.
